With these lines I would 11ke to
give my personal impressions and
views of the “Tattoo” and hope I
will succeed in -giving a small
summary to all those who were not
able to see the show.

In Germany we did not know
before arrangements of this kind
and size. If there were such shows
they were mostly of a military
character. We Germans liked to see
such shows and - saw  them. with
pleasure. But the performances of
the co-operators of the “Tattoo”-
show I saw with enthusiaasm and
I dare say all Germans did. The

splendour of colours offered to the”

eyes by searchlights varniagated

with every picture can not be-

made much more impressive by

described.

What
more could I tell you about it than
that the whole arrangements
radiated with joy and life.

"Now I am going to start to des-

. cribe the first performance:

It is dark and a . wonderful
summer-night. Only the murmur is
to be heard of the many people
all waiting intensely for the first
performance. Suddenly the place is
illuminated brightly by searchlights
and an ingeniously built up town is
to be seen in the badkgreund. Also

the little village-church has not been

forgotten. The “Community Car”
appears on the spacious place
attended by music-bands .. Then

All the
songs are sung by the soldiers toe
but are unknown to us Germans,
still we listen and enjoy them. ’

a pleasant sight this exactitude with
which this is done.

Now the third performance:

Music sounds from loud-speakers
it is absolutely dark. The
rumble of several motor-vehicles is
to be heard. From the left of
the scene “jeeps“ are entering the
place in pairs and illuminated in
different colougs. A driving compe-
tition started requiring, to 'my
opinion, quite a lot of skill. I always
had the perception that a -collison
was going to happen. But the
drivers mastered their cars without
fault and so this too passed.

The next performance was the
producing of national dances.
Searchlights beam up in different
colours making the picture still
more impressive, The splendid
colours of the costumes and the
dances shown are to be esteemed
with special interest for their
singularity. Every group presents
its “national dance and thereby
dances of other countries are.made
acquaintance with. The spectators
applanded and again the place was
wrapped up in deepest darkness.

The following item brings a
revival of a middle-age play. The
sketch is performed by Belgian
soldiers and is accepted with
laughter because of its comic. A
struggle between a dragon - and a
place. The dragon
accompanied by dogs, devils and
torch-carriers enters the scene and
is killed by the knight on horse-

back. He rides away after his
victory being cheered by
triumphant cries of his followers.

The next scene, called “High-

waymen and waylayers®”, is execu-
ted very impressively, Again and
again I must repeat that the
splendour of the colours of the
whole show is accentuated only by
the variagated beams of the
searchlights thus increasing the
beauty of it all.

A carriage pursued by hlghway-
men enters:-and comes to.a halt in
the middle of the place. The ladies
are bereft of their jewels. The
gentle dance music is heard and
the ladies are invited for a dance
by the highwaymen. The leader of
the gang is very satisfied by the
dances, the ladies get their jewels
badk and may drive on without
being molested anymore. The high-

waymen ride off on their fast horses
and again the wide place lies in the
dark of the night.

Hereafter  motor-cyclists - show
their skill which is especially
applauded by the soldiers. Involun-
tarily one has the feeling as if these
soldiers did everything with ease
but still everybody knows that
many an hour of hard training has

The whole marchmg up was
genuine scottish and it is my desire
to be able to see such a magnificent
diplay once more.

1 Corps District searchlight Tattoo,
ihe first of its kind ever to be held
in Germany, scored an immediate
success at Dortmund on Saturday,
when it was wiinessed by over
11.000 people at the two pertormances,

Among the audiences were 5,000
Dortmund §hoolchlldren who were
invited to attend the final daylight
rehearsal in the afternoon. The
majority of them were aged between
8 and ten years old, and in all pro~
bability this was the first large~scale

spectacle of a purely entertainment

nature which they had ever seen.

Owing to their age, they found diffi~
culty in appreciating the pageaniry
of items depicting British' life, bui
they cheered themselves hoarse .at
the comedy interludes, and were
enthralled by the Massed Bands and
the Highland -Display.

The Tattoo officially opened ‘to
the public, on Saturday evening, and
several hours before the performance

the only seats available were in the

vr.covered stands. British and A“lf‘d erw-

troops were invited to bring German
civilians with them to the show, and
about 20 per cent of the 6,000 pre~
sent were Germans. They were
obviously deeply impressed both
by the skill and efficiency of the
Display, and sat in rapt attention
throughout the whole 3 hours of the
performance. They were soon joining
i enthusiastically with- the applause
which greeted ‘item after item.
Tvypical of the comments, made was
't was very much struck by the
ertistic manner in which the items
were presented. It was a complete
and welcome change from Nazi
exhibitions where even the specta-
tors were organised. The whole show

seemed so spontaneous, and the
tysterical atmosphere was quite
absent” ‘

The salute on. the opening night
was taken by the Tattoo Patron,
Lt. Gen G. L. Thomas, C. R, D. S. O.,
M. C. Commanding 1 Corps District,
and amongst those present was Lord
Justice Wright, Chairman of the War
